HE HISTORY OF THE CATHOLIC CHURCH at Bulwell
T appears to have been one of struggle— struggle to keep the
flame of faith alive amongst a working people, who were far
removed from a sanctuary of the Blessed Sacrament.
In pre-Reformation days there had stood th: old church of
St. Mary on the hill, hardly more than a stone’s throw from the
spot where to-day has been raised a new and permanent Home
for the Blessed Sacrament. But the reformers did their work
here as elsewhere, and although a new Church of St. Mary was
afterwards raised on the foundations of the old, yet it sheltered not
Him Who once dwelt on that spot in His Sacramental Presence.

Until about the year 1882, those who wished to attend Holy
Mass had to make long journeys on foot, so that the reception of
the Sacraments became a matter of rare occurence. In the year
1882, however, Holy Mass began again to be celebrated in Bulwell,
in the room of a house in Gedling Street, tenanted by Mr. M.
McDermott, who passed to his reward as recently as the year 1931.

In the year 1885 a disused building in Downing Street, Bulwell,
was rented as a Church, and an adjoining house was taken as a
home for a resident Priest. Many are the tales one hears of the
terrible difficulties which faced the Priest in those days, and this
struggle for existence continued until 1911, when Bulwell again
ceased to have a resident priest, and the little Chapel in Downing
Street was closed. (continued)

History of Gbhurch—continued.

Again the Faith of the people was put to the test, for to attend
Holy Mass on Sunday mornings meant nothing less than a journey
on foot to Hyson Green or to Hucknall. It seems only just to
place on record the wonderful work done by Sister Columba,
Sister Assumpta and by other Sisters of the Mapperley Convent,
who journeyed regularly to Bulwell in order to instruct the
children, and to make certain that the little ones were baptised.
The name of Sister Columba is still frequently mentioned in
Bulwell to-day, and great is the gratitude for the good -work
which she accomplished. This state of affairs continued until the
year 1913, when partly through the intervention of this good Sister

Old Church, Bulwell.

Mass again began to be said, and the Sacraments to be administered
in a little Hall in Hazel Street, Bulwell.

In the year 1920 greater things were attempted by the people
of Bulwell. A plot of land was secured on Brooklyn Road for the
sum of £400, the money being advanced by the late Bishop. This
having been obtained, a still further sum of over £400 (collected
under the guidance of Canon A. Williamson, who for ten months
served Bulwell from the Cathedral), was expended in buying and
erecting an army hut on the site, and in fitting it out as a Church.
On Sunday, November 7th, 1920, Holy Mass was said for the first
time in the new building, and from that date until the end of
August, 1921, the Church was served by the Rev. Francis V.
Mason, Inst. Ch. Fr. Mason was succeeded by the then Fr. Henson,
who, anxious to establish the Parish of Bulwell still more securely,
set about the building of a Presbytery at the south end of the site.
The cost of this bungalow, exclusive of various extras, was £885.
In the first wezk of October, 1924, the first resident Priest was
appointed to the newly-2stablished Parish, to be succeeded in
